LEGAL REPORT

This Act amends the Limited Partnership Act, 2017 (No.24 of 2017) (referred to in this
Act as “the principal Act”).

Clause 1 sets out the short title.

Clause 2 amends section 93 of the principal Act to provide for the International tax
Authority to apply to the Court for the winding up of a limited partnership in the public
interest.

This Act was introduced in the House of Assembly on the 17" day of December, 2019,
taken through its remaining stages and passed on the 17" day of December, 2019.

In my opinion, His Excellency the Governor may properly assent to this Act in the name
and on behalf of Her Majesty.
